Each year the Bach Festival Society presents one of J.S. Bach’s great masterworks, among them 
the Mass in B minor, the St. John Passion, and the St. Matthew Passion. The St. Matthew Passion 
shows Bach as a great dramatist.

Matthew, this powerful musical drama comes to life through the artistry of the choir, soloists, and 
orchestra.
